MINUTES of the proceedings of the monthly meeting of Washington Parish Council held on Monday 6th October 2014.

Cllr Heeley opened the meeting at 19.33

14.96 Apologies for Absence and Chairman's Announcements
Apologies and reasons for absence were accepted from Cllrs Milner Gulland and Thomas. Horsham District Councillors Diana van der Klught and Jim Sanson also sent apologies due to prior commitments.
14.96.1 Chairman's Announcements and Item 1 of the Agenda

Cllr Heeley reminded councillors that they needed to give the clerk their updated register of interests at the meeting, or immediately afterwards. He then welcomed Cllr Doré back to Council after her period of absence. Cllr Doré expressed her desire to continue as a Washington Parish Council and said she was ready to take up her place again.  Cllr Doré thanked everyone for their best wishes and support.

14.97 Co-option of a Parish Councillor

Cllr Heeley welcomed Mr Steve Jolley to the meeting.  Cllr Heeley explained that at the previous Parish Meeting of 1st September 2014 Councillors had decided that as Mr Jolley had not presented himself or sent apologies he had declined to take up the post.  

The vacancy was to be re-advertised with Mr Jolley having an option to re-apply. However the matter had been formally re-listed as an Agenda item at the current meeting of 6th October on the advice of the Clerk. Technically as the co-option had not been listed on the public agenda for the meeting of the 1st September comments made in that meeting could only be recorded as reported.   Cllr Heeley asked Mr Jolley whether he still wished to put himself forward for consideration.  After discussion with Mr Jolley Cllr Heeley asked that the matter be voted on. As the result of a unanimous vote Mr Jolley was co-opted onto the Council as a Councillor for Heath Common and signed a Declaration of Office which was counter-signed by the Clerk.  Cllr Jolley was asked to join the Councillors for the meeting as a non-participatory Member.
14.98 Declarations of Interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree Dispensations
No declarations of Personal or prejudicial/pecuniary interests were made.

14.99 To approve the Minutes of the last Parish Council meeting held on 1st September 2014

The Draft minutes of the meeting had been circulated to Councillors on 30th August 2014.  Councillors RESOLVED (003) that the Chairman could sign the minutes as a true record of the meeting which took place on 1st September 2014.

15.00 Adjournment of the Meeting to allow for public participation (19.45)

PC Burt reported that in the Southern district there had been a rise in crime over the rolling year from 39 incidents to 46.  In Washington Parish between 29th July and 29th September 2014 there had been a total of 8 recorded crimes (criminal damage, theft and violent crime).  Cllr Beglan enquired of details of a road traffic accident which had occurred over that period at Hampers Lane/Rock Road but PC Burt had received no report of this. PC Burt left the meeting at 19.49.
Mrs Stuart-Scott presented her views as to what could be done with the silver cups which had been offered to the Village Day Committee to give as prizes on Village Day.  Mrs Stuart-Scott confirmed that the Village Committee themselves did not want to take custody of the cups but suggested a separate Committee be set up to look at awarding them as a result of new events on Village Day itself.  Suggested ideas were Best Kept Garden (not using an employed gardener), Best Neighbour, Best Contribution to the Community.

Mrs Stuart-Scott raised the matter of the MUGA lights disturbing traffic on the Steyning Road due to their angle.  The Clerk confirmed that a cherry picker was required to change the angle of the lights if this was required  Routine maintenance took place around January of each year and this was when the cherry picker was used.  The item will be placed on the Open Spaces, Recreation and Allotments Meeting Agenda to take place on 20th October 2014 for further discussion.

Mrs Stuart-Scott raised the matter of footpaths and their maintenance which she felt was well below standard.  Cllr Whyberd explained that responsibility for footpaths lay with WSCC and that as a result of cuts the rolling schedule of maintenance had been extended in length.  Cllr Circus advised that WSCC want to extend the rolling period of inspection to 18 months from the current 12.  He went against the proposal with the support of another Member but they were defeated.  Concerns were raised about footpaths on land in private ownership.  Cllr Circus stated that any problems with landowners not cutting back/remove vegetation after a responsible period of time should be passed to him.  The Clerk confirmed that the Open Spaces, Recreation and Allotments Meeting were receiving a presentation from Mr Rolfe of WSCC at their meeting of 6th October.  Mr Rolfe worked with volunteers in the local community to assist in training for work such as footpaths maintenance.  The Clerk was asked to consider an article in the December Newsletter after this meeting and to confirm that any defects or problems can be reported to the Parish Council.
The meeting was reconvened at 20.08

15.01 To report Matters Arising from the previous minutes

The Clerk’s ongoing action list circulated 03.10.14 was NOTED


15.01.1 (Minute 13.130.2) Silver cups
Cllr Heeley confirmed that the cups were engraved and had previously been given as Horticultural Society prizes.  It was AGREED that the suggestions raised would be included in the December Council Newsletter for further consultation.  The Clerk was asked to approach two local museums with a view to displaying the cups whilst a decision was being made as there was concern that a charge would soon be levied for their current storage location.
15.01.2 (Minute 14.83.2) DC/10/1457 – EN/14/0420 (Former RMC Site) - Breach of Condition 16 (acoustic mitigation scheme).

Cllr Dawe reported that Barrett's proposals for an acoustic mitigation scheme have been rejected by Horsham District Council who have forwarded their own specification.  The current panel fencing is inadequate but the inspector did not specify the degree or type of mitigation required in his report. Cllr Britt recalled that earth bunds were specified.  In addition she advised Cllr Dawe that site workers were parking along the fence and adding to the disturbance being caused to the kennels.  The occupancy of the site was questioned as some complaints were from residents.  Cllr Dawe suggested that discharge of Conditions should have been a matter for the buyers to check prior to moving in.  Cllr Dawe clarified that lighting and screening on Hampers Lane was not being provided.  The Clerk reported that John Attfield (Enforcement) is due to have a meeting with Joanna Searle regarding the acoustic fencing
15.01.3 (Minute 14.83.3) EN/14/0391 Sandhill Lodge – alleged unauthorised structure (Class E Permitted Development)

Councillors NOTED that John Attfield has reported that he has given the owners until Friday (26.09.14) to submit a retrospective planning application.  To date this has not been submitted. He will be giving the applicants an additional 14 days to submit the application (10.10.14).
15.01.4 (Minute 14.83.1) DC/14/1741 4 x flag signs across frontage (John Ireland Way)

The Council had strongly objected to this application and Cllr Dawe was asked to confirm whether the matter was to be referred to development control.

15.01.5 (Minute 14.83.6) A283 VAS
Councillors NOTED this has now been agreed and WSCC are awaiting an installation date from their engineers.  The Clerk was asked to confirm final costings.

Single storey side extension.  Due to late receipt of the plans the Clerk had requested an extension for responses to be received of the 7th October.  Councillors AGREED they had no objection to the proposal but asked that should the officer be minded to grant the application conditions were put in place to ensure that deliveries did not occur during school peak times on the grounds of safety.
DC/14/1937 Laneside Veras Walk Storrington Pulborough West Sussex RH20 3JF Demolition of a 2 bedroom detached bungalow and garage, and the construction of a replacement 3 bedroom detached dwelling and car port.  Cllr Heeley advised that the Heath Common Residents Association had no objections to the application. Councillors AGREED they had no objections to the proposal but requested that Conditions be attached - adequate screening all-round the property and in particular where the property abuts neighbouring property and the control of vehicular access and working times during the building works to limit inconvenience to residents.
DC/14/1808 High Larches Melrose Place Storrington Pulborough Proposed swimming pool enclosure in rear garden.  Councillors noted that this was partly built, was to a high standard and sat well in the plot.  As it was at the rear it was not visible with the current level of screening and was modest in size, Councillors AGREED they had no objections to the application.

Cllr Circus advised that the 30mph hour sign will be the Washington side of Stocks Mead as it needs to be in a built up area.  The Clerk was asked to chase for an update on when the works would be undertaken.

15.04.2 Quarterly Financial Report
The Clerk identified the following in the Quarter 2 financial report (Figures circulated 03.10.14) - 
Variances against budget- 

1. Clerks salary - two Clerks were employed over the period of induction - the figure represents the cross over period of 3 weeks and in April an additional payment of £300.00 for the hours worked for the Neighbourhood Plan made to Rebecca Luckin in April 2014

2. It is anticipated that by the end of the municipal year this variance will be a positive.  Tax and NI payments will reduce significantly and a quarterly saving of circa £600.00 is projected. This is due to the differing tax position of the old and new Clerk.

3. The Clerks expenses include travel - there will be a significant negative variance at on this figure at year end due to the location of the new Clerk and the need for increased travel. This figure is also adversely effected by the NHP Meetings which were not included as a contingency in this figure.

4. The variance on this figure is due to the new line installed at the current Clerks premises and should not increase.  It was not included in the projected figures set for the budget as it was not a foreseen expense.

5. These costs are associated with the setting up of the new office and include replacement printer cartridges, files and paper.  In addition to this there have been additional costs associated with the printing off and sending of new allotment agreements, MUGA bookings and invoices and the printing of Agendas.  This cost will be monitored and reduced by:
a. Printing of all non-public facing documents in quick draft black ink

b. Purchasing compatible ink cartridges
c. Not printing out supporting papers for agendas unless requested to do so by Councillors.

11.
The adverse variance is due to the membership payments agreed for the new Clerk to join the SLCC   and has been agreed by Council but was an unforeseen cost in this Qtr of the budget.

15. This payment is a result of a transaction with The Sign Shop on 07.07.14 for a banner and has not been accounted for in this Qtr of the budget.

19.  The adverse variance on the litter warden budget has occurred in Qtr2.  This was due to a purchase of litter picking equipment from Screwfix in the sum of £105.07 on 07.07.14 which has not been allowed for in this Qtr of the budget.
20.  This figure has gone over budget in Qtr2 - this is due to a payment to TG Landscapes for repairs to the rear pathway of the village hall in the sum of £1995.00 on 21.07.14 which has not been allowed for in the budget.  It is anticipated that this variance will increase as the budget for this cost centre has been exhausted in Qtr2.
Both the net Qtr 2 variance and the cumulative variance are positive.

The Clerk recommended that should anyone attempt to record meetings prior to adopting a policy for agreement and publication the Chair confirms that there is a right to record and that if any members of the public wish not to be recorded they give their details to the Clerk and sit behind the recording equipment.  The Clerk confirmed that Councillors cannot refuse to be recorded but the same provisions in respect of disruption and exclusion can be applied to individuals recording the meeting.  Councillors AGREED that the Clerk should purchase audio equipment to record Meetings but did not feel that the purchase of video equipment was justified.

There has been a report of youths on the roof of the shelter.  Their parents have been informed.  The back panels of the shelter had also suffered some damage.  The Clerk is to make reasonable efforts to obtain 3 quotes to address the issue of the exposed wire and removal of the box and cage attached to the roof.  The Clerk enquired as to whether the Committee wished her to research suitable outside lighting for the shelter.  After discussion on the types of use the shelter was now being exposed to and the reported damage the Committee AGREED to RECOMMEND to Council that the provision of lighting is not pursued.  Councillors AGREED with the recommendation not to provide further lighting due to the potential for vandalism.
15.07.3 Community Asset Register 
The Committee wished to RECOMMEND that St Mary's School and The Franklands Arms to be placed on the Register.  Councillors AGREED with the recommendation not to provide further lighting due to the potential for vandalism.

Cllr Whyberd confirmed that members of OSRA were meeting with a representative of the Sussex Wildlife Trust with a view to other ways of protecting the triangle.

Cllr Horwood questioned the notice which had been put up on the MUGA requesting that no wheeled appliances are taken onto it.  After a discussion and vote the majority of Councillors AGREED that the sign be removed.  Cllr Cook forwarded a proposal to discuss an area of hard standing which was received well by Councillors.  As a matter of order the Clerk advised that this should be a specific agenda item for OSRA.

15.08 Reports on Meetings and Notice of Forthcoming Meetings

15.08.1 Thakeham Neighbourhood Plan – Councillors NOTED Cllr Lesley Britt's written update circulated prior to the meeting.  

15.08.2 SSW Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr Heeley reported on the meetings of 10th & 16th September 2014. Cllr Heeley advised Councillors that in the meeting of 10th September HDC requested the support of Storrington and Sullington and Washington Parish Councils on their draft District Plan should the inspector require this.

Cllr Heeley advised that in the meeting of 16th September a number of sites for potential development were discussed and a working party had been formed to look at individual sites.

15.08.3 SSW Neighbourhood Plan Working Party Cllr Britt had circulated a written report prior to the meeting.  Cllrs Britt and Beglan reported verbally that the rating system used to review the sites contained various criteria which were used to grade the sites with consistency. A further meeting would rate the sites using additional criteria.  Gordon Lucking had confirmed his interest for the Luckings Yard site and Wiston had been approached by the Clerk (North Farm) and asked to respond to the Clerk of Storrington and Sullington Parish.
