Councillor Heeley opened the Meeting at 19.50 hrs

1. Apologies for absence 

All Members were present


2. Declarations of Interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree Dispensations 

Cllr Cook Declared and interest in DC/14/2179 as a neighbour and did not participate or vote

3. To approve the Minutes of the last Planning & Transport Committee meeting 

The minutes of the Meeting of 20th October 2014 were AGREED as being a correct record and duly signed by the Chairman

4. Public question time

There were no members of the public present
5. Planning applications and consultations:

DC/14/2179 Asenti Sandy Lane Storrington Pulborough West Sussex RH20 3JJ - Demolition of an existing 3 bedroom detached bungalow and the construction of a new 4 bedroom detached dwelling 

Councillors AGREED they had no objections to this application.  

During the discussions the matter of restrictions on the size of the vehicles entering and exiting the site in connection with the works Cllrs Beglan and Heeley declared an interest as Acting Chairman and Treasurer of the Road Fund Association for Vera's Walk, Sanctuary and Georges Lane. Cllr Jolley felt he should also declare an interest as a member of the Heath Common Residents Association. They did participate and whilst in favour of the development all Councillors AGREED that HDC be asked to add a condition to the application restricting the size of the vehicles entering and exiting the site due to the narrow access road and the lack of any turning point.

DC/14/2389 - 7 Gorse Bank Close, Storrington, Pulborough, West Sussex RH20 3AQ - erection of a single story 3 bedroom dwelling.  Due to the late receipt of plans this matter was deferred to the Parish Meeting of 1st December 2014.  An extension for comment until 4th December had been agreed with HDC.

DC/14/2311 - Bronte House Rock Road Washington Pulborough Single storey rear extension and first floor extension.

Councillors AGREED they had no objections to this application.  

SDNP/14/05451/APNB - Frieslands London Road, Washington RH20 4AZ Prior notification for agricultural barn and extension for storage of agricultural/forestry equipment - target determination date 12th November 2014.

Councillors were concerned at the number of applications received historically on this site.  Whilst they had no objections in principle they wished to raise concerns over the proposed access route which went across a footpath and would therefore cause conflict between the heavy machinery which would use the site as a result of the application being granted and walkers, domestic dogs and horse riders.

No current updates.  Cllr Turley asked that the Clerk contact John Attfield over EN/14/0391 Sandhill Lodge (unauthorized structure) potential breach and request a deadline for the planning proposal to be received.

Councillors NOTED that the Laneside, Vera’s Walk permission did not include any conditions to retain screening.  There was some concern over the fact that HDC did not appear to take note of the Parishes comments in relation to conditions which Councillors felt was disappointing as they advised as a result of local knowledge.  The Clerk was asked to write to HDC using the examples of Laneside DC/14/1937 (screening), High Larches DC/14/1808 High Larches (screening and parking/access) and School House SDNP/14/04310/HOUS (no deliveries during peak school hours) to ask why conditions suggested were not being considered or implemented.

9. Transport issues

Quick Fix Fund 
The Clerk has emailed Ross Shepherd to lodge an interest in the fund and ask for details of how WPC should initiate the application. Ross is away on holiday until 24th November 2014.  Cali Sparks has responded and sent through an email link to Glasdon Parish Council who requested gates.  Councillors need to determine the specification, proposed location and ownership/insurance details.  Cllrs Britt and Turley agreed to investigate this further and bring details to the Committee for further consideration.
Proposed Speed limit reduction from Water Lane junction to Washington Roundabout A283 

Washington and Storrington and Sullington Parish Councils have now sent a joint letter to HDC, WSCC, Cllr Circus and Dr C Lyons.  The letter requests a reduction in the speed limit to 40 mph in the specified location, concerns over the height, number and luminosity of the lights on the A283 for and a request for the reinstatement of the footpaths.
A27 Campaign

It was AGREED that the Washington Parish Council logo could be used to support this campaign due to the adverse impact the A27 had on the village and surrounds.
10. Any Other Planning and Transport issues:
DC/10/1457 – EN/14/0420 (Former RMC Site) - report from meeting on 13th November 2013.  Cllr Beglan had circulated minutes from the meeting to all attendees. The Clerk provide further copies at the meeting and was asked to circulate to all Councillors after the meeting.  It was noted that there was poor communication between HDC and the Parish.  The Committee AGREED that the matter be placed on the Agenda for discussion by Full Council on 1st December.
DC/14/0457 – Lupin Cottage

This Application was considered by Development Control (South) on November 17th.  Cllr Heeley attended the DM Meeting and voiced the council’s concerns.  Cllr Heeley advised that the Councillors were unanimous in their objections to the application which was not materially different to that which had been refused on appeal.  The Application was refused and the matter referred to HDC Enforcement for further action.  It is not clear if the Applicant will appeal.  Councillors asked the Clerk to write to HDC Planning expressing their support for the decision and to encourage enforcement as soon as possible.

DC/14/1720 - Land North of 6 Montpelier Cottages Old London Road Washington
The determination deadline date on this Application was 21.10.14.  Washington Parish Council had requested the matter be referred to DM (South).  Chris Lyons (Director of Planning, Economic Development and Property had provided the Clerk with an update on 11.11.14. Mrs Lyons advised that he understands the application is to be referred to DM (South) on 16th December.  Cllr Britt confirmed she would speak on this application at the meeting.
DC/14/0921 and 0925 Clayton Kennels
Chris Lyons has advised via an email dated 29th October 2014 that this matter is to likely be referred to DM (South) on 16th December.  Cllr Heeley has confirmed he will speak on this application at this meeting.

DC/14/1548 AND 1549 - Rock Mill
Councillors had received an update on why this application was withdrawn and this was circulated on 28th October 2014.  The Applicant confirmed that an amended application would be submitted in due course when an internal schedule of the works could be carried out to the satisfaction of HDC conservation officers.

Grit Bin - re fills 

The Clerk has still not received any response from Andy Allen in respect of the Heath Common area.  Andrew Luckin has been asked to undertake this work and arrange uplift of the residue salt from Andy Allen.  Andrew doesn't have the capacity for the Heath Common work this and has advised that there is very little salt at Andy's yard. It appears that Andy is reluctant to take the work on for this year.  We are therefore without a contractor for Heath common.

Andrew Luckin will try and top up the bin in Badgers Holt, the only Heath Common bin which needs refilling prior to the winter as it is half full.  The Clerk has emailed through the list of bins for Andrews information and identified the bin.  We need to secure a contractor/farmer for Heath Common.
The Clerk has approached WSCC for details of any operative in the Heath Common area that they might be aware of or for the costs of replenishing if WSCC were to undertake the work.  Can Councillors provide any local contacts and put an advertisement on the noticeboards and in the newsletter?
The Clerk has chased WSCC re the WSCC highway bins located in Washington at the Street and School Lane where the salt was described as poor and as a result the bin effectively ‘empty’.  Cali Sparks has advised that an update should be forthcoming by the time of the meeting on 17th November but this is a WSCC issue. Richard Speller (WSCC Highways) has advised he will check the bins himself and make a decision then.
Cllr Britt suggested that the Clerk contact HGH Groundwork's Ltd on London Road, Washington.

There is a lock on the Spring Gardens bin which the Clerk has asked by a polite notice should be removed within 14 days or it will be removed by the Council.
Manhole Cover - A283 Storrington - reported by Cllr Britt
Southern Water repaired the cover on Sunday 9th November 2014.

Horsham District Council Bus Shelter and Light - London Road Washington

The Clerk provided an update on the current situation. John Loxley has confirmed that his engineers will examine the problem to find a solution and update accordingly - he suggests that a transfer is considered at peppercorn with the district bearing both sides reasonable costs subject to consideration by HD Council.  This will be a matter for discussion and consideration at Full Council in December/January.
Road works

There is a delay on the completion of the road works on the A283 due to a failure to secure the road surfacing materials required of Barratts by WSCC - this remains an issue between them as approval is required for a different surface for works to continue. Cllr Beglan updated the Committee by stating that the road works are due to be completed no later than 26th November as advised in the meeting with Barratts on 13th November.
