Minutes

1. To consider accepting apologies for absence 
There were none.

2. To record declarations of interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree dispensations
Cllr Turley declared an interest in the Barratt’s development site, through work contacts. 

3. To approve the Minutes of the last Planning and Transport Committee meeting 
The minutes of the meeting of 19th August 2013 were agreed as being a correct record of the meeting and duly signed by the Chairman.
4. To consider planning applications:
DC/13/1663 - Mulberry House 3 Chancton Copse Rock Road - Surgery to 4 x Oak trees at 3 and 4 Chancton Copse.  Plans were circulated prior to the meeting.  Councillors agreed no objection.  The Clerk will respond.
DC/13/1427 - Wild Thyme Gorse Bank Close - Rear single storey extension, front garage extension and new pitched roof and 2 dormer windows to garage.  Amended plans were circulated prior to the meeting.  Councillors agreed that a change to a window on a side elevation addressed previous concerns regarding overlooking. Councillors agreed no objection.  The Clerk will respond.
DC/13/1646 – Drifters, Sandy Lane – surgery to one oak tree plans were circulated prior to the meeting.  Councillors agreed no objection.  The tree requires careful work to ensure that a balanced appearance results when work is completed. The Clerk will respond.
SDNP/13/04201/FUL – Brockhurst Barn, The Street, Washington - Change of use of barn (self contained ancillary accommodation) to provide holiday letting.  Plans circulated prior to the meeting. Councillors were of the opinion that they could not object on planning grounds.  There is no other accommodation available in the village and SDNP would welcome the application.  The original permission was granted for ancillary accommodation with a change of owner since.  The Clerk will respond and request that the conditions of previous consent are taken into consideration.
DC/13/1602 – Broadbridge Farm, Hole Street, Ashington – Green waste processing facility - application WITHDRAWN.  
DC/13/1731 - Redlands Farm House Rock Road Washington - Replacement dwelling.  The Clerk will ask for an extension on time to allow for discussion at the meeting of 7th October.  Cllrs Britt and Turley will visit the site.
DC/13/0609 - Approval of Reserved Matters RMC site. Cllr Heeley expressed concern regarding clarification of reserved matters regarding lighting, foot access and impact upon the lanes of Heath Common.  Cllr Britt advised that the lighting issue and boundary planting had yet to be discharged.  An HDC Conditions Monitoring Officer is responsible for ensuring conditions are discharged.  Cllr Britt has understood that issues would be the subject of a further approval process according to Hazel Corke.  The Clerk will check with Hazel Corke and report back.  Cllr Beglan was concerned regarding a 6’ high fence that would be visible from Hampers Lane.  Cllr Britt was concerned that ‘development’ was yet to be defined.  The Barratt’s Country Park Management Plan was circulated prior to the meeting.

Matt Colbran, Barratt’s Contracts Manager, offered to meet Councillors on site to introduce the site manager and brief Councillors on general site operations and the forward programme.  
Suggested date Thursday 26th September.  The Clerk will request a mid-day appointment to allow Cllr Britt to attend.  Cllr Beglan and the, Clerk will attend also.  The Clerk will again ask John Attfield for advice on the sign, since the guidance provided was difficult to interpret.

DC/13/1727 – 8 Lamorna Close – Proposed ‘Orangery’ at rear of property – to be discussed at Full Council 7th October 2013.  
DC/13/1610 – Chardons, Badgers Holt – surgery to one Field Elm – plans not yet received.  To be discussed at Full Council.  Cllr Turley reported a history of tree works at the property.

5. Enforcement issues update
Kia Garage – Cllr Britt reported that the display area fencing has been moved forward.  A photo will be sent to John Attfield showing that the fence has been moved to incorporate saplings.  Councillors expressed concern that HDC Enforcement was powerless.  The numbers of cars increases at weekends.  The Clerk will advise John Attfield that a log and photos will be maintained by the Clerk.  The Clerk will notify Highways that a wooden bollard is broken, and will request feedback following a visit by an SDNP Ranger and Ecologist.

6. To receive planning department decisions
DC/13/1434 – Seven Oaks, Sanctuary Lane – Surgery to one oak tree - PERMITTED
DC/13/1354 – Pinehurst, Vera’s Walk – Fell 3 Holly and 3 Silver Birch – PERMITTED

7. Appeals issues update
None to report.

8. Transport issues 
Cllr Horwood had attended a meeting of the Chanctonbury Local Committee regarding the A283 crossing point and speed survey results in particular.  He has met on site with Cllr David Barling (WSCC).  The Clerk will arrange a meeting with Cllr Montyn (WSCC) to ask if Highways issues can be progressed, including: the A24 Bus Crossing Point, Newhouse Lane / Rock Road junction, A283 Pedestrian Crossing Point, Flooding at the bottom of school hill, and the Traffic Speed Survey.

SDNPA Management Plan –Cllr Milner-Gulland had advised that the SDNPA may offer assistance when approaching WSCC over Highways matters and support Parish Council concerns.  Clerk will ask Cllr Milner-Gulland for a named contact and contact the SDNPA to ask for support.

9. Neighbourhood Plan
The first meeting of the Steering Group took place on 10th September.  Focus group members will need to be recruited and outside bodies invited to join the Steering Group.  Members agreed to ask HCRA and past Chairman Angela Shelverton to join the Steering Committee after ascertaining the commitment required.

Tracey Mockler has liaised with Tom Warder of AirS regarding the Terms of Service Agreement, following  Councillor’s expression of reluctance to pay for the consultation service in full prior to successful examination of the draft plan by an independent examiner.  Tracey had advised that it may be a sticking point, since AirS had never been asked that question and had asked what Councillors would wish to do in the event that AirS refused.  Members agreed that they wished to wait until AirS provided an answer before responding.  

A NDP Newsletter (regarding changes in local planning regulations) will request volunteers for Focus Groups – contents to be discussed by Full Council.

The Clerk will check with Storrington PC to ask how they will invite the public to join focus groups and what information they will be providing in the first instance, commitment required etc.
10. Any other Planning and Transport issues

Access to HDC Section 106 Database has been withdrawn due to security issues.  HDC will advise if the situation changes.
An invite had been received from SDNPA regarding a Neighbourhood Planning Workshop on 1st October.  Cllr Heeley will attend.  The Clerk will check with Tracey Mockler before attending and request an agenda.
