1. To consider accepting apologies for absence 
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Beglan (holiday) and Cllr Turley (illness).

2. To record declarations of interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree dispensations
There were none.

3. To approve the Minutes of the last Planning and Transport Committee meeting 
The minutes of the meeting of 21st January 2013 were agreed as being a correct record of the meeting and duly signed by the Chairman, Cllr Heeley.

4. To consider planning applications:
DC/13/0197 - Former Castle Farm Estate The Hollow Washington - Minor material amendment to Outline application DC/12/0988 (Refurbishment of one existing building (Block A), redevelopment of an existing building (Block B), demolition of remaining former poultry rearing buildings and the erection of 5 new buildings all for B1 (Business) and/or B8 (Storage or Distribution) uses (Blocks C to G) with associated parking and landscaping) to include the re-alignment of Block D and associated parking/forecourt areas (Outline).  Plans had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Members agreed that they represented a change in the configuration of the car parking area only and that there would be no increase in car parking spaces.  Councillors agreed that they would not object.  The Clerk will respond to HDC.

DC/13/0176 - Lupin Cottage Hampers Lane - Proposed two storey extension and alterations.  Plans were circulated prior to the meeting and a site visit had taken place.

The meeting was adjourned to allow members of the public to speak
A member of the public expressed concern regarding the proposed works at Lupin Cottage and reported historical misuse of a layby that belonged to him.  Cllr Heeley advised the point was noted, but that members would only make an assessment following material considerations.  The Clerk had received correspondence from a neighbour at Walscombe, who was of the opinion that his property would be overshadowed by the proposed development.

The meeting was reconvened
Cllr Britt was of the opinion that the proposed bulk was too much for a small plot.  It would create a solid wall that would impact on daylight and the amenity of the neighbour at Walscombe.  Members agreed unanimously to object to the proposed development.  The Clerk will respond to HDC.

5. Enforcement issues update
The planting scheme at Kia Garage, Washington Roundabout – Cllr Britt reported that two trees had been planted on the boundary with Jockey Meadow.  The notable verge is in extremely poor condition, since vehicles had repeatedly been driven over it.  The low barrier had not been put in place.  The Clerk will monitor.

6. To receive planning department decisions
None received.

7. Appeals issues update
DC/10/1457 RMC Engineering Site 
New homes bonus payments from central government to local planning authorities.  The Clerk reported that Southwater PC had approached HDC, following significant development in the village and asked what proportion of the New Homes Bonus would be spent in the parish.  Following calculations, members agreed that development of 78 homes at the RMC Site and 8 homes at the Lamorna site would generate significant income for HDC.  The Clerk will draft a letter requesting confirmation of the income that would be received and ask that a proportion be available to address issues within Washington Parish.

Cllr Dawe had provided a response from Hazel Corke regarding the intended management of the Country Park area.

*Ed Dickinson will attend the Full Council meeting on 4th March to update on progress with the above issues.  The Clerk will summarise and send an e-mail to Ed Dickinson to ensure that all issues are investigated prior to the meeting.

9. Any other Planning and Transport issues that may arise
The Clerk and Cllr Heeley will attend an HDC Bus Partnership meeting on 21st March.  Washington issues have been placed on the agenda.
HDC now advise that access is available to the s106 database.  Clerk will liaise to set up software.
Cllr Heeley advised that the Storrington Air Quality Action Plan exhibition will take place shortly.  Cllr Britt was concerned that the suggested option of gating would delay motorists for 10 or 15minutes which will send traffic onto Rock Road and Hampers Lane.  It will be the first experimental scheme in the UK.
The Clerk will follow up a letter sent to WSCC Highways regarding works on the A24 recently.    Councillors would like information in advance, rather than being told shortly before work commences.
