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Planning and Transport Committee Meeting
Monday 22nd April 2013

1. To consider accepting apologies for absence 
There were none.

2. To record declarations of interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree dispensations
There were none.

3. To approve the Minutes of the last Planning and Transport Committee meeting  
The minutes of the meeting of 18th March 2013 were agreed as being a correct record and duly signed by the Chairman, Cllr Heeley.

The meeting was adjourned to allow participation by members of the public
Mr Robin Tannous, representing HCRA, advised that he was drafting a letter following concerns regarding the positioning of the children’s play area and affordable housing on the RMC site.  Members of HCRA had discussed the possibility of anti-social behaviour taking place.  
Members circulated and discussed plans and were of the opinion that anti-social behaviour should not necessarily be associated with affordable housing.  There may be a need for additional lighting to increase safety for residents and members wondered if the play area could be more central in the development and away from the pond.  

Mr Bill Cutting representing Sandgate Conservation Society, advised that he wished to take a lead role in non-housing issues.  SCS have written to Tom Crowley and Barratt housing requesting an appointment to discuss proposals for the country park.  SCS are concerned that  trees that have been removed and had been hoping for a return to heath land with trees, rather than grass land with trees as specified in the proposal.  The proposed footpaths should have been on an East - West axis rather than Badgers Holt to Sandy Lane, where walkers are directed onto a private lane.  SCS are seeking the advice of a tree expert with regard to the use of trees to screen the site.  The Chairman thanked him for attending.

Mr Norman Cooper advised that draft proposals showed footpaths routed through National Trust land and wonders if HDC had held any discussions with the National Trust.

Members of the public expressed concern that once the site had been built, the developer would lose interest in the country park.  Cllr Begaln  advised that the developer would be responsible for managing the park for 25 years, but would like to know what ‘maintaining’ means, and what would happen after 25 years.  
The meeting was reconvened
  
Cllr Turley noticed that the landscape master plan had different number of trees to the planning master plan and Cllr Heeley reminded members that access and highways were key points to be discussed further.    Members of the public and HCRA will attend the Annual Parish Meeting on 25th April 2013.

4. To consider planning applications:
DC/13/0609 – RMC Engineering Site - Approval of Reserved Matters relating to layout, scale, appearance and landscaping of the development following Outline permission DC/10/1457 (Outline planning permission for the demolition of existing buildings and construction of up to 78 residential units, associated ground preparation works, highways, access and the first phase of the Sandgate Country Park) – Pending consideration.

Cllr Wilkinson had advised the Clerk that the Highways and Access plans had not yet been received by WSCC and that they were expected to be identical to those already submitted.    Ian Gledhill will advise if there are any changes in the submitted plans.  WSCC will continue to object. 

Cllr Cook has reported clearing and demolition works taking place already.  Lee Money of Environmental Health has investigated and believed it to be Bastable Plant Hire cleaning the yard as they vacated the site.  

Cllr Thomas has reported to HDC Planning and Environmental Health regarding noise and work taking place outside of hours.  7.30am most mornings.  The Clerk will also report to HDC, noisy work taking place 7.00 – 7.30pm.  

SDNP/13/01640/FUL - Frieslands London Road Washington - Proposed 1 1/2 storey extension including new roof.  Plans not yet received or available on website – closing date 9th May. The Clerk will ask for an extension.

5. Enforcement issues update
None to report.

6. To receive planning department decisions
None to report.

7. Appeals issues update
DC/10/1457 RMC Engineering Site – points to note following the meeting of 8th April 2013:

Confirmation received from Cllr Sanson that HDC will ensure 29 conditions are met, not the Planning Inspector.  

Any conditions that are prefixed ‘No development shall take place until . .’  will need to be met prior to development.  

*The Clerk will ask of HDC what is the definition of ‘development’.

If there is a proposed increase in housing numbers, the decision will be made by HDC.  

Copy of Unilateral Undertaking and advice on Contributions circulated in e-mail from Hazel Corke 09.04.13.  Cllr Heeley read an extract regarding s106 projects, confirming that funding will be provided except for those items specifically excluded.
Land Registry document WSX 320630 Schedule 3 para 1.1 included Cemex/Owner covenants not to commence development OR ALLOW commencement of development until the Country Park Management Scheme has been discussed. Also para 3.1 refers to the Strategic Landscape Area Specification which needs to be submitted and approved'.  John Attfield advises that contravention of the covenant is a civil matter, not a concern for Enforcement.

DC/12/0317 – Yaffles – awaiting outcome.


8. Transport issues – Ed Dickinson will report on all issues 13th May 2013.
Newhouse Lane / Rock Road  - Waiting for a design and costing from Joel Sykes.  Ed Dickinson indicated that WSCC may pay for removal of tree.
A24 Bus Crossing Point  - 
A283 Pedestrian Crossing Point – Clerk and Cllr Wilkinson  have asked Ed Dickinson to begin the process.  
Flooding at the bottom of school hill – Ed Dickinson has requested that a Drainage Team investigate and assess.
Traffic Speed Survey  - awaiting assessment by WSCC Highways Engineer.
Poor surface of Old London Road and The Bostal

9. Any other Planning and Transport issues 
Storrington Parish Council had asked if Washington PC would be interested in joining in a neighbourhood plan to include Amberley, Thakeham, and Parham.  Members discussed the implications of joining with others and agreed that they would continue to consider and report back to Storrington PC.

A letter from Cllr Dawe regarding Neighbourhood Plans and invite to attend a seminar at HDC, 6.00pm, Wednesday 24th April had been circulated. The Clerk will attend.

Press release from HDC regarding Neighbourhood Plans circulated 16.04.13

S106 projects – members had been concerned that HDC could do more to justify s106 projects, to ensure Parish Council success in obtaining funds.  Councillors would like accountability from HDC rather than funds being allocated to a general budget.  

The Clerk had attended SDNPA Planning Portal training and advised that Consultee access with enhanced options was available.  Paper plans will be sent out for at least the next year, although they will be phased out eventually.  SDNPA may ask the developer to bear the cost of producing paper plans in the future or encourage Parish Councils to invest in a projector for use in meetings or a tablet for use on site visits.  Currently HDC do not offer Consultee access, although their system would allow for this facility.  

The Clerk had attended an SDNPA Infrastructure delivery plan / CIL / Parish Council workshop. Consulting Parish Councils to identify CIL projects.  Parish Councils with a Neighbourhood Plan will receive directly 25% of CIL funds.  The Infrastructure Delivery Plan is a rolling document.  PC’s are invited to submit a list of projects by July 2013.    In order to receive CIL funds, projects must have been identified prior to plans for development being submitted. There are funding streams available other than CIL. The Clerk will draft a list of projects for Councillors approval before submission.

Rampion Windfarm Newsletter circulated 22.04.13.  The Clerk will register on website in order that the Parish Council can respond.

Cllr Britt expressed concern at activity taking place behind Sandhill barn, a huge skip is full of scrap metal.  The Clerk will contact the owner in the first instance.
