1. Apologies for absence 
Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Cllr Britt (health), Cllr Cook (holiday).

2. Declarations of interest and dispensations
There were none.

3. Approval of the Minutes of the last Planning & Transport Committee meeting 
The minutes of the meeting of 16th June 2014 were agreed as being a correct record and duly signed by the Chairman


4. Planning applications and consultations

The meeting was adjourned to allow a member of the public to speak regarding Brackenhurst and amended plan DC/14/0731.  The applicant wishes to remove screening along his boundary.  A member of the public expressed concern regarding the change in plan detail on the eastern side of the property and conifer screening to the west of the property and was of the opinion that it would have a detrimental effect upon the neighbouring property.  In 2006 permission for dormers included a condition regarding screening. HDC Planning Officer, Stuart Corby, advised that the applicant had submitted a further drawing that was not yet available on the HDC website and that the date for response had been extended.
The meeting reconvened 

DC/14/0731 - Brackenhurst Georges Lane - Variation to Condition 3 (hedge height) of DC/05/2881 from points A to B and the removal of part of the hedge as indicated along the southern boundary – amendment to plan. 
Councillors had responded to the original application and asked for current conditions to remain in place.  Councillors were of the opinion that whilst a boundary dispute was current, it was not appropriate to discuss the proposal.  Councillors agreed that they would urge HDC to maintain the conditions that are currently in place and agreed to continue to object until the boundary dispute was resolved. 

SDNP/14/02138/FUL - Frieslands London Road Washington – Replacement dwelling.
Councillors agreed that whilst there was no objection in principal, they would wish the materials to be sympathetic to the location within the SDNP and to buildings of this character.  For example wood to be used for - windows rather than uPVC. 

DC/14/1413 - Longbury Rock Road - Demolition of existing 3 bedroom chalet bungalow, construction of a new 4 bedroom, 2 storey dwelling with basement, new driveway and store to driveway, planting of trees to site

Boundary.  
Councillors discussed the applications and agreed that there was no reason to object to the proposal but would request that existing screening is retained. 

DC/14/1422 - Rockwood House Rock Road - New timber fence up to 2 meters high adjacent to the highway (Merrywood Lane).  Cllrs Beglan and Heeley had visited the site and advised that the proposed fence would be sited behind an existing hedge.  Councillors agreed not to object, provided there was no issue with WSCC highways.  
5. Enforcement issues update

EN/13/0544 – Fence and gate on Rock Lane – ongoing (with Roger Harding, WSCC).

EN/14/0201 - Unauthorised flags at John Ireland Way.  HDC Enforcement has taken action and as a result flags have been removed from the A283. 
6. To receive planning department decisions

DC/14/0457 – Lupin Cottage – David Gibson, Senior Planning Officer HDC, advises that the application is still being determined.  He will make a site visit to assess the situation and report back to the PC. Clerk to follow up.

EN10032 – Rampion Offshore Windfarm – permitted.

7. Appeals
None.

8. Transport issues

A283 Pedestrian crossing – The Clerk has instructed Cali Sparkes (cc Cllr Circus) that Washington PC wish to proceed with the solar powered VAS option as soon as possible.  Worthing Cycling Club will discuss the matter of a contribution at their next committee meeting. Ross Shepherd (WSCC) advise ‘that he is looking into appropriate delivery options and routes to commission the design work for this project and hope to get back to you within the next couple of weeks’.  

Bus Crossing Gap – and article will be placed in the next newsletter inviting volunteers to monitor illegal use of the crossing and to report on the Police Operation Crackdown website.  

Proposed Speed limit reduction from Water Lane junction to Washington Roundabout A283 – Storrington PC agreed to support Washington PC in their request for a reduction in speed limit to 30mph.  The Clerk has informed Cali Sparkes and Cllr Circus of their wish and requested a traffic speed assessment, following completion of works at John Ireland Way.  Cllr Heeley reported that Cllr Circus would support an assessment of the current speed, but was of the opinion that 30mph was unrealistic.  He would wish to support a proposal that was achievable.  The Clerk will e-mail Cllr Circus to emphasise that residents from Bradbury Court and the Washington Cottages feel isolated due to difficulty with traffic speed and accessing the village.  

Cllr Turley left the meeting at 19.32 - Meeting inquorate 

Glaseby Lane / A24 Access – residents have reported difficulty in accessing the A24 northbound carriageway safely due to fast moving traffic, poor sightlines and absence of an acceleration lane.  Volume of traffic has increased.  Councillors discussed the problems of all those accessing the A24.  Item to be place on next Planning & Transport Committee Agenda

9. Neighbourhood Plan

Councillors attended the Washington Village Day in order to engage with the public.  The last meeting of the Steering Group took place on 15th July, members received feedback from facilitators and attendees of the Planning Policy Workshop. Next steps will be the drafting of policies for the Plan.  
Thakeham PC has invited Storrington & Sullington PC to become stakeholders in their Neighbourhood Plan process.  A copy to Washington Councillors has now been received and distributed.  Clerk to place on Agenda for Full Council Meeting.

10. Any other Planning and Transport issues:

Rock Quarry Proposals – to be discussed by Washington PC, Wiston Estate, Consultants and interested bodies and organisations.  Julie Wilkinson wishes to have dialogue with Washington Parish Council regarding options.  Cllr Heeley had canvassed opinion at Village Day – members of the public expressed opinion that no development was required.  To be discussed at Full Council.
DC/14/0777 - Rock Business Park - Proposed building of 1071sqm of floorspace comprising 4 units for class B1 Office or Class B8 Purposes (Reconfiguration of development as previously approved by planning permission DC/13/0197 on the 12/07/2013) – WSCC has request further information before a decision can be made.

Letter of concern regarding delayed determination of application DC/14/0317 – circulated 23.07.14
Information from Hazel Corke regarding Reserved Matters at RMC Site development – circulated 23.07.14
