1. To consider accepting apologies for absence 
All Councillors present.

2. To record declarations of interest from members in any item to be discussed and agree dispensations
Cllr Turley declared a business interest in discussions connected with Barratt’s Homes.

3. To approve the Minutes of the last Planning and Transport Committee meeting 
The minutes of the meeting of 18th November 2013 were agreed as being a correct record of the meeting and duly signed.

4. To consider planning applications
DC/13/2255 - Pine Cottage Rock Road – Single storey side extensions.  Plans were circulated prior to the meeting.  Cllrs Heeley and Beglan had visited the site and reported that there would be no potential for neighbour’s properties to be overlooked.  Councillors discussed the proposal and agreed there would be no objection.  The Clerk will respond to HDC.  

DC/13/2353 – John Ireland Way – Variation of Condition 12 (Highways) to allow for occupation of up to 10 houses to commence prior to s278 works.  Cllr Britt had investigated the application and reported that there was a delay in the scheduled highways works that had led to a proposal from Barratt’s that the existing access serve 10 units.  Councillors were concerned regarding the impact and agreed to object to the application on grounds of safety. The current entrance is already congested and difficult to use.  The Clerk will respond and provided HDC Councillors with a copy and investigate the reasons for late commencement of WSCC Highways works.

SDNP/13/05885/LIS - Tilleys House, The Pike Washington - Replace a rotten patio door/window with a new like for like replacement (Listed Building Consent) – Councillors agreed they would defer to the opinion of an HDC Planning Officer and agreed NO OBJECTION.  


SDNP/13/05773/FUL - Windlesham House School - Construction of new artificial turf pitch on existing sports pitch (80m x 50m), 6 No. floodlights, sports equipment store, 6 No. cricket nets and associated landscaping.  The Clerk will request an extension and place on the January agenda.

SDNP/13/05568/HOUS - 2 Stocks Mead Washington – Demolish existing garage and rebuild to provide additional ground floor living accommodation, replacement and enlargement of the roof to the west side of the property to provide additional accommodation at first floor level, erection of a carport, demolition of existing conservatory and replacement with an orangery, extension of driveway area.  Extend driveway area.  Install timber deck at rear of property. The Clerk will request an extension and place on the January agenda.

DC/13/2364 - Single storey side extensions - Pine View Georges Lane. The Clerk will request an extension and place on the January agenda.
5. Enforcement issues update 
EN/13/0498 – Advertising flags at John Ireland Way – HDC Enforcement are expecting an application to be submitted. 
EN/13/0544 - Fence and Gate on Rock Lane – HDC Enforcement investigating.

6. To receive planning department decisions
WSCC/086/13/SR - Washington Sand Pit, Hampers Lane - application to vary conditions attached to DC/2500/08(SR) to extend the period for mineral extraction to 31 December 2015 – PERMISSION GRANTED.
DC/13/1981 – Retention of V-Configuration advertising sign at John Ireland Way – REFUSED 
7. Transport issues 
Speed limit request and A283 Crossing – minutes from CLC Meeting 04.12.13 circulated.  Speed limit reduction will be progressed by the CLC.
A283 Crossing point – the Clerk has requested a meeting with Cali Sparkes, a WSCC Highways Engineer, Cllr Circus and Washington Councillors prior to the next CLC meeting in March 2014 – as recommended by Cllr Barling. 
A24 Bus Crossing Gap feasibility study – Clerk has asked Cali Sparks what further information would be required, prior to the item being added to the CLC list for approval (cc. Cllr Circus).  
Newhouse Lane / Rock Road junction – Tim Boxall is looking into removal of tree.  The Clerk has provided a history of agreements from WSCC.
Flooding at School Hill – WSCC have no drainage records, but Tim Boxall will use rods to check the direction of drainage.  The Clerk has asked for a quote to have the ditch cleared right through to meet the stream at the end of the allotments.  The Clerk has asked Cali Sparkes if the project will remain on the Operation Watershed list, since there is concern that WSCC will deem the problem to have been resolved.  
Bus shelter grant – WSCC have granted £7532, which will cover 40% of the cost of replacing both bus shelters on the A24.  But, WSCC will not cover the costs of traffic management.  The Clerk will ask if there are any planned works that could coincide with installation of a new bus shelter.  The Hampers Lane bus shelter may be stored by Barratt’s when Highways works commence.  The Clerk will ask if old bus shelter could be recycled as part of the grant.
Improvements to the A27 – MP Nick Herbert’s blog – circulated 11.12.13 – Councillors may add comment to the blog, regarding a proposed Arundel by-pass and Worthing improvements that would have a positive impact on villages that are used as short cuts.  A27 is a strategic route maintained by the Highways Agency who have a larger budget than WSCC.  

8. Neighbourhood Plan
Next meeting of the Steering Group to be held 17th December.  The agenda will include discussion of a Memorandum of Understanding between S&S and WPC and Thakeham PC, amendment of the Terms of Reference to allow for delegated decision making, Steering Group membership and next steps for Focus Groups.  


Cllr Britt reminded Councillors that Washington PC were asked to put forward two members to join the Steering Committee, but were concerned that the remaining place had been offered to a member of the public, by Storrington and Sullington PC without the knowledge of Washington PC. An opportunity to include Sandgate Conservation Society may have been missed.  Councillors were unsure whether the Steering Group was subject to Parish Council procedures, since discussion had not taken place.  With regard to the Memorandum of Understanding, Cllr Britt had signed the document outside of a meeting on the understanding that it was acceptable to HDC.
Cllr Britt reminded Councillors that they could not act as individuals and that decisions should be made at meetings.  Councillors agreed to accept the situation regarding Steering Group membership, but would raise concern at the next Steering Group meeting.  Communication between Clerks is essential.

9. Any other Planning and Transport issues
DC/13/0609 – Reserved Matters – RMC Site

Jane Cecil of the National Trust met with Councillors and representatives of HCRA and Sandgate Conservation Socieity to discuss access to the Country Park and future management of the park.  HDC Councillors have received copies of the minutes and been asked to give their support when discussing the option with Barratts, and when discussing policy review with HDC. Councillors agreed that if HDC showed no interest in proposals, they could be reminded of the original visions and asked for a restrictive covenant to be placed on the land to protect it from future development.  Jane Cecil is investigating ownership of land that could be used for access.  The Clerk has circulated the minutes and asked Storrington and Sullington Parish Council if they wish to add weight to the request to HDC.  

The Clerk reported that Hazel Corke and John Attfield visited the Barratt’s development on 3rd December to discuss outstanding conditions that have not been discharged, despite the commencement of development.

Councillors are awaiting a response from Hazel Corke HDC regarding a letter previously sent.  
The next HDC Clerk’s Planning Forum will take place 18th December – the Clerk will attend and ask for HDC reaction to proposed relaxation of permissions required when converting agricultural barns into dwellings.

WSCC have offered free floodsax – the Clerk has requested 50 in the first instance.

Cllr Turley reported a broken manhole cover on the pavement by the allotments.  The Clerk will investigate and report to the service provider.
